EXHIBITOR INFORMATION:

Exhibitors, through submission of entry, declare that they are knowledgeable of all the NADAC rules under which you are choosing to
enter and be judged, including but not limited to the following:

Exhibitors Handbooks are available free of charge by downloading from NADACGs web site at www.nadac.com . A hard copy of the
handbook may be requested through the NADAC office. They are mailed free to current members and are $5.00 to non Tmembers.
All healthy, trained dogs over eighteen (18) months of age are eligible to compete in the trial, including purebred and mixed breed
dogs.

Dogs must be registered with NADAC prior to submission of entry, and the registration number must be on the entry form.
No PENDING entries will be accepted

You do not have to be a member of NADAC to enter the trial.

Bitches in heat, lame or blind dogs are ineligible for entry, as is any dog with a deformity, which may cause a judge to not be able to
reasonably assess the dogbs ability to function and perform agility obstacles safely, and in a manner that is in the best interest, health
and welfare of the dog.

Any dog that demonstrates aggression towards any person or any dog, whether inside the ring or outside the ring, must be excused
from the agility trial. Any dog that the judge feels is not in enough control to perform all obstacles in a safe manner will be excused
from the agility trial.

The trial will be held indoors on dirt and mulch. There will be two rings.

Disabled handlers may show in the veterans division. Disabled handlers shall present a copy of their disabled parking permit, or a
letter from their doctor.

There will be a warm-up area with one regulation agility jump.

All dogs must be on leash when not competing in the ring, or within 10 feet of the ring.

Entry fee (minus $15 per day) will be refunded for bitches in heat and injured dogs with a note from a veterinarian. The Trial
Secretary must receive the note by 6:00 PM on Wednesday, October 8, 2008.

Refund checks in amounts less than $5 will not be issued.

Registration and check-in will begin at 7:00 AM Saturday and 7:30 AM Sunday

All dogs entered in Novice, Open or Elite jumping 806, 120 or 160 in the proficient category MUST be measured, unless they present a
permanent height card. Dogs entered in the skilled category, dogs jumping 200 or 20+ in the proficient category, or Veteran and
Junior Handler dogs that jump 200 in the standard division, do not have to be measured. Times for measuring will be specified in the
confirmation letter.

Registered dogs that finish a title after the close of entries may move up to the next level if the secretary is notified in writing no later
than 12 noon Monday, September 29, 2008.

The following obstacles may be used at this trial: dog walk, a-frame, teeter-totter, open tunnel, wingless jumps, winged jumps,
closed tunnel and weave poles.

No leads, collars, food, toys, or other aids or devices shall be permitted on the course at any time.

Safety shall always be the foremost consideration in actions and conduct by handlers at all times.

The organizing committee may refuse any entry on the basis expressly provided through NADAC rules and regulations or guidelines
established by the NADAC board of directors. Anyone not currently in good standing with NADAC will not be allowed entry into
the trial.

No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil disturbances, fires, acts of God, public
emergency, an act of a public enemy, or any other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee.

The organizing committee, Wild Weavers of Ohio, will not be responsible for the loss or damage to any dog or for the possessions of
any exhibitor whether by accident or any other cause. It is distinctly understood that every dog at this event is in the care, custody,
and control of its owner or handler during the entire time the dog is on the show grounds.

Exhibitors will be held responsible for the actions of their dogs and children. Dogs or children who engage in unsafe or disruptive
behavior may, at the discretion of the show committee, be required to leave the show site. In such a case, no refund of fees will be
made.

There will be no refunds in the event of dismissal of a dog or handler from competition regardless of the reason for such dismissal.
Please do not use any form of mail requiring recipientds signature for delivery. This may cause your entry to be returned to you.
Entries must be complete, including the Agreement, which must be read and signed. Faxed, telegraphed, telephoned or e-mail entries
will not be accepted. Entries without correct fees, unsigned or returned checks, do not constitute a valid entry. There will be a $20
service charge for returned checks.

JuMP HEIGHT DIVISIONS:
The following jump heights will be in effect at this trial.

Small Dogs Medium Dogs Large Dogs
Dogs height at the withers: 110 & under 140 & under 180 & under 200 & under  Over 200
Standard Division 80 120 160 200 200
Veteran/Junior Handler Divisions 40 80 120 160 160

There are five (5) standard division jump heights in proficient: 8, 12, 16, 20, 20+.

There is NO 40 standard division jump height. The 40 height is for dogs entered in the skilled category and veteran dogs/handlers,
disabled handlers and junior handlers only. There is NO 20+0 class in the skilled category. Dogs jumping 200 in the skilled category are
all in the 200 class.

A Judge may at any time re-measure a dog if they believe it has been incorrectly entered.

CATEGORIES:

Each class will be split into two categories, Proficient and Skilled. A dog may only be entered in ONE category per weekend. The dog
must be entered in all Proficient or all Skilled categories for all classes entered on a particular weekend.

In the Proficient Category, dogs must jump their measured jump height per the current jump height table. Runs must be clean, with no
course faults or time faults, in order to qualify.

In the Skilled Category, exhibitors may choose to jump their dog one jump height lower than they are required to jump in the Proficient
Category. For example, a dog who measures to jump 200 or 20+ in the Standard division, Proficient category, may jump 160 in the
Standard division, Skilled category and will receive the benefit of the additional time allotted to the 160 dogs. If this same dog is also a
Veteran, or is handled by a Veteran/Disabled Handler or Junior Handler, he may enter the Veteran or JH Division and jump another 40
lower. This dog would receive the time allotted to the 160 Vets jumping 120.

Runs in Skilled must be clean, with no course faults or time faults, in order to qualify. However, in Regular Agility the run may receive a
5-point qualifier if the total number of faults (time- or course-faults) are 5 or fewer.

Courses are the same for both categories. When entering a trial, you must indicate what category you are entering for that weekend. You
may go back and forth from trial to trial, but not on the same weekend.

REGULAR CLASS CHANGE: Effective January 1, 2008 distance lines are no longer being offered in the Regular classes.

IMPORTANT. Please check your dog's NADAC registration number on your trial confirmation as soon as you receive it; also, please
check the copy of the results posted at the trial. You should report any errors to the Trial Secretary immediately.

NADAC records trial results as they are submitted by the host clubs/groups. The individual trial results submitted by the club are
uploaded to the files section of the NADACAgility@yahoogroups.com list within two weeks after the NADAC office receives them from
the club. The trial results will remain on the list for at least thirty (30) days. Please accept the responsibility to review those results, and
check that your registration number and qualifying points, as reported by the club, are correct. You can join the
www.NADACAgility@yahoogroups.com list and set your settings to "no mail”. You will be able to view trial results and check for any
possible discrepancies, without receiving list mail. If you find an error in the reporting of your dogés qualifying points or registration
number, please contact the host club. The host club is responsible for correcting any errors and informing NADAC.

Levels. Points earned at a higher level of a class, prior to the completion of the lower level title, will not be banked by NADAC for future
use. If a dog earns points in a level of a class that they are not eligible to title in, those points will not be added to the dog's records.
